of all TS&CC Moorings is subject to the By Laws of the Club. Upon assignment of either a Temporary or Permanent Mooring, I agree to abide by all 
the Rules and Regulations pertaining to the use of the moorings, and hereby authorize the Club to make any corrective repairs to my mooring tackle, 
as required, at my expense.
